· Make as brief as possible indicating the nature of the presentation

· Omit abbreviations in the title; you may use them in the text

Body:

· Content of the abstract should be related to a nursing practice concern from the vantage point of a quality/performance improvement, evidence-based practice or nursing research project
· Include a concise statement of the subject of the poster display.  Please include headings such as  

‘problem statement’, ‘background/evidence’, ‘method/strategy’, ‘results’, ‘recommendations’ or ‘lessons learned’ as appropriate for your topic.  Refer to abstract examples for a quality, EBP or research project.
Abstracts will be competitively selected for poster presentation on the basis of scholarship, scientific rigor, and relevance to the conference theme.  Poster presenters will be notified of 
acceptance by February 28, 2011.   Presenters must register and submit registration fee in order to present their poster.  Presenters are responsible for setting up and taking down posters at designated times.  Outstanding poster awards will be selected based on on-site judging (criteria provided upon notification of acceptance).
